Band Camp 
WE SURVIVED!!  If you don’ t know what the 
students call our week of three-a-days you need to ask 
them!!   It truly is rough, but we get a month’s worth 
of work done in just a few days.  It actually goes by 
pretty quickly; especially when it goes as well as it did 
this year.  The band worked very hard and we feel it 
will show in their performances this fall.  Our show is 
entitled “Emotions”  and hopefully you will be able to 
get some idea of which emotion we are depicting on 
the field.   
 
Many Thanks!!! 
 
Several dozen students took time out of their summer 
vacation to complete or at least start their service 
projects for leadership or future potential leadership 
positions.   Projects included cleaning and repainting 
the instrument storage room and painting several 
murals on the walls, painting the uniform and plume 
carts and painting murals on the carts, painting the 
directors’  office and hallway leading to the band room, 
painting the field coordinate markers for each marcher, 
painting the ‘x’s on the field for easy marching and 
dusting/cleaning all the trophies and shelves in the 
band room.  Several other projects are still ‘a work in 
progress’ . 
 
Thanks to those students and adults that participated in 
our summer car washes.  You did a great job under less 
than ideal conditions.  Special thanks to Laura Mollere 
for all her hard work. Certainly, there are several other 
things that we have forgotten to give folks an ‘attaboy’  
for.  We are very thankful to have such supportive and 
industrious people in and supporting our band!!! 
  
Grading 
All regularly scheduled rehearsals for marching band 
are mandatory and are part of each student’s grade.  
Grading for this class is based primarily on the band’s 
public performances and the student performance in 
class.  Individual practice outside of class is very 
important for everyone in band and that practice will 
be obvious in the student’s performance in class.  A 
student’s grade will be lowered if they have an 
unexcused absence from a rehearsal.  ‘Unexcused’  
means that the student did not give the directors prior 
notice (one week minimum) of the absence (except for 
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family emergencies or serious illness).   This will result 
in the student’s grade being lowered one letter grade 
(10 points) for each absence during each grading 
period.   An unexcused absence from a performance 
will result in the student receiving a failing grade for 
the 9 week grading period during which the absence 
occurs.    
 
 Rehearsal Schedule  
All regularly scheduled rehearsals for marching band 
are mandatory and are part of each student’s grade.  A 
copy of the rehearsal schedule is posted on the band 
web site and on Charms for quick reference.  We 
VERY RARELY schedule an extra rehearsal.  If that 
does happen, students and parents will be notified as 
far in advance as possible.  
 
Marching band rehearsal schedule: (This schedule 
will be effect until Saturday, October  22).  We will 
not have rehearsals dur ing the week of fall break, 
October  10-14.  Those students in town that wish to 
attend the Austin football game in Decatur  on 
October  14 are welcome to do so.  We will need you 
to let us know if you plan to do so. 
 
Monday- Percussion: 4:15-7:00 pm.  Color Guard: 
6:00-9:00 pm 
Tuesday- Woodwinds/Brass: 6:00-9:00 pm.  
Percussion/Color guard: 7:30-9:00pm 
Wednesday- Full band rehearsal (everyone in 
marching band) from 3:25- 5:30 pm on         the 
following days ONLY:  August 18, September 28, 
October 19.  This are due to Thursday evening football 
games.  
Thursday: Full band rehearsal 6:00-9:00pm 
 
The weeks of contest the Percussion and Color Guard 
sections will come to all of Tuesday night rehearsals so 
they can get that extra time needed with the full band 
on the field. 
 
The varsity football schedule is listed on the football 
website at tigerfootball.org 
 
* *There is a rehearsal from 3:25-4:00 on Thursday or 
Friday of each football game played in Huntsville.   
* *There will be a 2 hour rehearsal on Saturday, 
September 24 and Saturday, October 8.  These are the 
dates of the two marching band contests.  More info 
below on the contest.

HANG IN THERE!   We know it seems tough right 
now and very time consuming.  Statistics prove that 
band members manage time better than the average 
student.  It may take some longer than others to 
accomplish this but it will happen.  The majority of the 
band students at Grissom are enrolled in two or more 
AP classes plus have other activities besides band and 
they do fine.  The band students are the best students in 
the school, just ask any teacher.  Your students will 
experience many very special events while they are a 
part of the Grissom Band that they will never forget 
and they will be better because of it.  All we can say is 
HANG IN THERE!

Marching Band Contests 
The band will participate in two marching band 
competitions this fall.  Those will be in Columbia, TN 
on Saturday, September 24 and in Marietta, GA on 
Saturday, October 8.   The rehearsal time for those 
days will be determined by what time we performance.  
The performance time on September 24 will probably 
be in the evening after dark.  Therefore the rehearsal 
that day will be early afternoon.  In Marietta on 
October 8, there is a preliminary performance in the 
afternoon and a finals performance that evening.  
Therefore the rehearsal will be in the morning.  A 
complete itinerary for each trip will be given to the 
students as soon as performance times are determined.   
This is generally no more than 2 weeks before the 
performance.  
 
The Mar ietta contest on October  8 will be an 
overnight tr ip.  We will stay in a motel in Georgia.  
We will need to collect $25 for  the motel (breakfast 
included) from each student in marching band by 
Fr iday, September  9th.  Transportation for both 
contests as well as all away football games is paid out 
of the band dues that each student pays.

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Spr ing Tr ip 
We are in the process of getting quotes on a few 
different sites for our Spring Trip March 29-April 2, 
2006.  With fuel prices rising everyday the costs will 
be higher that we would like.  We hope to have some 
pretty good estimated prices at the band parent 
meeting.  You can count on between $500-$600 to 
travel somewhere decent that provides a good quality 
music festival.  More info ASAP. 
 
Football Games 
All students are responsible for their own 
transportation to and from Milton Frank Stadium for 
the football games in Huntsville.  Report times are 
generally between 5:30 and 6:00 for a 7:00 kickoff.  
We encourage all parents to come to the games.  
However, if you are unable, you must pick up your 
child after the game, usually at approximately 9:30� � �
The band pays for buses to all football games played 
outside of Huntsville.  On those days, students are to 
bring their uniform accessories to school with them.  
They are also to bring money for their evening meal.  
Chaperones will be needed for these trips.  If you are 
interested, please sign up at the band parents meeting.  
We also hire a police officer to sit in the parking lot to 
watch our automobiles while we are gone.  We ask that 
each student and parent that has a car at school while 
we are gone to away football games only, pay a $2.00 
security fee to cover the police officer.  Please be sure 
to park in the South parking lot close to the band room.  
Cars not parked here will NOT be watched and the 
officer cannot be responsible for it. The $2.00 will be 
collected the day of the trip. 
 
Max Hammond Memor ial Concer t 
The fourth annual concert will be Saturday, September 
10 at 7:30pm in the auditorium.  This is a regularly 
scheduled performance for all band students.  Max 
Hammond was a 1982 GHS graduate and a proud 
member of the band.  Unfortunately, Max was on one 
of the ill-fated planes that struck the World Trade 
Center in New York on September 11, 2001.  Max’s 
parents have allowed the band to honor his memory by 
holding a memorial concert each year, at which 
donations are accepted.  The proceeds from this 
concert go towards purchasing band instruments in his 
name.  Not only do all the symphonic and concert 
bands at Grissom perform, but also the concert choir 
and members of Images Dance Ensemble from GHS 
perform.  This is truly a night that will move you 
beyond words.  

Fundraising 101: How Does the Scrip 
Fundraiser Work? 

Grissom Band purchases gift certificates (scrip) at a 
predetermined discount amount (for each store) from 
various retailers, restaurants (several discount about 8 - 
10%) gasoline companies, specialty companies, grocery 
store chains (average about 5%), service providers, home-
improvement centers, hotels and department stores (about 
4-8%). The Band then sells scrip to people at face value. 
The difference between the face value of the scrip and the 
discounted price is how much the band makes (fundraising 
revenue). When a person purchases scrip from the band for 
the first time, the buyer has the option to provide the name 
of a band student to receive credit. We then take the total 
amount the band earned on that sale, and split that amount 
so that 40% is applied to that student's band account as 
credit and the remainder is applied to the Max Hammond 
Instrument Fund. If no student is specified, the total amount 
of earnings on this scrip purchase will be given to the 
Hammond Instrument Fund. One grocery store lets the 
band purchase $5 gift cards, which we then resell at face 
value. The beauty of this fundraiser is that the buyer can 
then take this card to any of these stores in the US, go to 
the service desk and add value ("recharge") that card like a 
prepaid credit card. The band receives 5% of the recharge 
amount every time the card is recharged. This split is 
applied, so your student could essentially get credit for 2% 
of your grocery bill applied to their band fees!!! To 
participate you must buy a gift card from  Grissom Band 
(buying one in the store will not work) and identify which 
student you'd like to receive credit when you buy the gift 
card so we will know is to receive credit. Once you 
designate a student for your Scrip earned credits the first 
time, we continue to track credits for them - just put their 
name on your order form as the "student name" when you 
place an order. If you get friends and neighbors to order 
scrip or use rechargeable grocery cards, be sure that they 
sign up and designate your student to receive credit. The 
key to success with Scrip is to use gift certificates to buy 
things you planned to buy anyway. For instance, several 
families buy scrip or recharge grocery cards in the amount 
of about $500 or more per month. That  amounts to about 
$6000 worth of scrip per year. At 5% this translates into 
$300 earnings for one year - 40% applied to your student's 
account would be $120 of your band fees could be credited 
just by using scrip or the rechargeable card for buying your 
groceries! If you also use scrip for home services (like lawn 
care), buying back to school clothes and supplies, movies 
(rental or theaters), and restaurants, it adds up! Order dates 
are posted on the band website: www.grissomband.org on 
the main webpage. You may also print order forms and see 
the list of merchants that participate under the "scrip" 
section.

Max Hammond Concert 
The Third Annual Max Hammond Concert will be held at Grissom on September 10th to honor Grissom Band 
alumnus, Max Hammond, who died in the terrorist attacks of 9/11. This benefit concert accepts donations to the Max 
Hammond Instrument Fund, established in his honor, to assist in purchasing new instruments for our band. The 
concert is one of the most inspirational and heart-felt shows that our 
Grissom Bands perform. Please plan to attend. Your donations are greatly appreciated. 

Concert Tickets 
Each band student receives eight free Grissom Band concert tickets. Each ticket admits anyone (senior, student or 
adult) into any of the regular 2005-2006 concerts. Regular admission is $3 for students/seniors and $5 for adults. 
These tickets are not accepted at the Max Hammond Concert, Potpourri, Hilaritas or Jazz Concerts. The Winter Pre-
District Concert with the middle school bands will be free of charge. Generally, all concerts are recorded, and CD 
and/or DVD orders will be taken in the lobby and delivered to the student during his/her band class. 
 
Concert tickets are not available for distribution until a 
student's account has met these requirements: 
1. $300 dues are paid 

2. Rental fee payment is current 
3. Outstanding uniform, misc. fees are paid 

Congratulations to our color guard for working so hard during the summer.  Those 6am practices have made 
all grateful for getting to “sleep-in”  until 8 o’clock for school.  Also, a big THANK-YOU goes out to all the 
guard parents that helped with food, chaperoning and in many other ways over the summer.   Please continue 
to be involved during the marching season.

This is 
common theater courtesy... and remember that most of the time a recording is being made. Turn all cell phones to 
silent mode (better yet...OFF!) and please remember that NO flash photography is allowed while the band is playing.

**One-half of the "Cash or Earned Credits"  portion is due in December with the balance due in March.  ALL fees must 
be paid in full before a student can accompany the band on any band trip or attend the band banquet at the end of the 
year. 
  
  
EQUIPMENT RENTAL - If your student uses a band owned instrument or is a part of pit or percussion, they must pay a 
rental/usage fee.  Fees are charged for summer usage ($45.00), fall semester usage ($45.00) and spring semester usage 
($45.00).  If you have not paid this fee, your fall semester fee is due now. 
  
The board continues to search for ways that students (and parents) can earn credits toward their accounts.  SCRIP is an 
EXCELLENT way to earn these credits.  This is a program where you buy certificates for items you already purchase (Kroger, 
Bruno's, restaurants, local stores, chain stores).  With the purchase of these "SCRIP" certificates, your student as well as the 
band earn money.  It's a great way to get credit to your account on money you are spending on day-to-day things!!!  Be sure to 
contact Karen and Nelson Parker for details. 
  
NEW INFORMATION REGARDING PAYMENTS TO THE BAND - Due to the continued rising cost of bank/service fees, 
operating costs, etc., effective immediately, any returned check (regardless of the amount) will be assessed a $30 returned 
check charge.  Payment for the returned check plus the returned check charge will be required to be made by cash, cashier or 
bank issued check.  Because they offer a free collection service (the band is not charged any collection fees), unsatisfied 
returned checks and fess will be submitted to the district attorney's office for collection.  Thank you for your understanding about 
the new policy and for your continued support of the band program. 
  
CHARMS - The trial period for the Charms program has received very favorable reviews from parents and students using this 
access to information.  We have just purchased the actual software and are in the process of completing student account 
information.  We hope to have all accounts current by the first band parent's meeting on August 22nd.  We are also working to 
establish Charms to accept charge card payments for related band expenses.  The cardholder will be assessed a small fee by 
PayPal for this service".   We hope this will be another asset for you to use on your student's account.
